The Season of Advent, A Season of Hope
Advent is a time of waiting and expectation; a season of
quiet anticipation and preparation. We are waiting for our

Lord to come into the world as the baby Jesus, born of the
Virgin Mary in Bethlenem. We are also preparing for His
return, His second coming as the shepherd-king, to restore
harmony and right relationship to all creation. Advent is a
season yearning for God to come and set the world right with
perfect justice, truth and peace. It is a season of hope.
Advent is a time to emphasize preparation through prayer.
While Lent emphasizes a spirit of repentance through prayer
and fasting, Advent’s prayers are prayers of humble devotion
and commitment, prayers for deliverance, prayers of
gladness and joyful expectation, prayers that await the light
of Christ coming into the world. We do not shrink from those
Advent scripture readings that reveal a strong prophetic tone
of accountability and judgment. Christ’s disciples expect the
Lord to hold them accountable for what has been entrusted
to them just as a spouse, parent, teacher or supervisor holds
us accountable. And just as the steward was found faithful in
small matters by the master, we too are confident that we will
be found faithful and will enter the joy of the master. We
have absolute trust in the Lord’s countenance. Assuredly,
during Advent we anticipate the Lord’s coming with hope. It
is that hope, however faint at times, that keeps us from
despair and the darkness of sin and its destructiveness. It is
a hope that urges us to be kind, loving and compassionate
toward one another. It is a hope that encourages our faith in
a merciful God who continues to pour His grace upon us. We
don’t know when Christ will come again to bring human
history to its completion. But we celebrate with gladness the
great promise of Advent and we rekindle that positive, joyful
spirit within us because we know, as Zechariah prophesied,
that the light of Christ will shine on all who sit in darkness
and the shadow of death, and He will guide our feet into the
way of peace.

Second Sunday of Advent

In today’s second reading, Saint Paul prays with joy and
confidence for his friends in the Christian community at

Philippi. He is encouraged that the community has

partnered with him to proclaim the Gospel. He sees
Christ’'s active presence and plan of salvation at work in
the community. God’s overarching plan is unclear to us.

But when we see evidence of God working through

others, doesn't it give us reason to hope that Christ is
alive among us? Does the witness of others help our own
prayer lives? Does it inspire us to be partners with others
in promoting the Gospel? Food for thought in this second
week of Advent.

STEWARDSHIP SAINT FOR DECEMBER
Saint Francis Xavier
Francis Xavier was born in 1506 to an aristocratic Basque
family near Navarre, Spain. At the age of 19, he went to study
at the University of Paris, and by age 24, he was already a
teacher of philosophy who had a promising academic career
ahead of him. His life changed after he became acquainted
with Ignatius Loyola, and along with Ignatius and others, he
helped found the religious community, the Society of Jesus.
He was ordained to the priesthood in Venice in 1537. As King
John Il of Portugal desired Jesuit missionaries for the
Portuguese East Indies, Francis was ordered there in 1540.
He landed at Goa, India, the capital of the then Portuguese
colonies, on May 6, 1541. Francis had a passion for
proclaiming the Gospel and he evangelized to such widely
scattered people as Hindus, Malayans and Japanese. His
letters reveal him as a tireless and enthusiastic missionary.
Wherever he went, he lived with the poorest of the
population, sharing their food and modest accommodations.
He also spent countless hours ministering to the sick,
particularly those afflicted with leprosy. Francis ministered for
more than two years in Japan and learned enough Japanese
to preach in a simple style, administer the sacraments, and
establish missions for missionaries who were to follow him.
From Japan he had dreams of going to China, but this plan
was never realized. He died on December 2, 1552, at age 46,
on his way to mainland China. On December 11, 1553,
Xavier's body was shipped to Goa and remains there still in
the Basilica of Bom Jésus. He was canonized in 1622, at the
same time as Ignatius Loyola. St. Francis Xavier has been
called the patron of Catholic missions, and has been
considered to have converted more people to Christianity
than anyone else since St. Paul. Though his apostolate in the
Far East lasted barely ten years, his example has inspired an
immense amount of missionary activity in the countries of the
Asian continent. He is the patron saint of Australia, Borneo,
China, East Indies, Goa, Japan and New Zealand.
His feast day was December 3.

SANTO DE LA CORRESPONSABILIDAD|Diciembre
San Francisco Javier
Francisco Javier nacié el afio de 1506 en una familia vasca
aristocratica, cerca de Navarra, en Espana. A la edad de 19
anos, fue a estudiar a la universidad de Paris, y a los 24
afios, ya era maestro de filosofia, con una prometedora
carrera académica para su futuro. Su vida cambié después
de encontrarse con Ignacio de Loyola, y junto con Ignacio y
otros, él ayudé a fundar la comunidad religiosa conocida
como la Sociedad de Jesus. Fue ordenado al sacerdocio en
la ciudad de Venecia en 1537. Cuando el deseo del Rey
Juan Il de Portugal fue enviar misioneros a las Indias
Orientales Portuguesas, Francisco recibio la orden de ir alla
en 1540. El llegé a Goa, India, la entonces capital de las
colonias portuguesas, el 6 de mayo de 1541. Francisco
proclamé el Evangelio con pasion, y evangelizd a una gran
diversidad de gente y nacionalidades, como hindues,
malayos y japoneses. Sus cartas lo revelan como un
misionero incansable y entusiasta. A todos los lugares que él
fue, vivio con los mas pobres de la poblacion, compartiendo
sus alimentos y sus modestos espacios para vivir. Invirtio
también incontables horas en el ministerio del cuidado a los
enfermos, particularmente a aquellos afligidos por la lepra.
Francisco ejercié su ministerio en Japon durante mas de dos
afios y aprendio suficiente el idioma japonés para predicar en
un estilo sencillo, administrar los sacramentos, y establecer
misiones para los misioneros que fueron a seguirlo. El tuvo
suefios de ir de Japdn hacia China, pero su plan nunca se
realizd. Muri6 el 2 de diciembre de 1552, a la edad de 46
afos, en su camino a tierra firme en China. El 11 de
diciembre, de 1553 el cuerpo de Javier fue embarcado a Goa
y permanece ahi todavia, en la Basilica de Bom Jesus. Fue
canonizado el afio de 1622, al mismo tiempo que Ignacio de
Loyola. San Francisco Javier ha sido nombrado patron de las
misiones Catolicas, y se ha considerado que convirti6 al
Cristianismo a mas personas que cualquier otro misionero,
después de San Pablo. A pesar de que su apostolado en el
Lejano Oriente duré solo diez afios, su ejemplo ha inspirado
una inmensa cantidad de actividad misionera en los paises
del continente asiatico. Es el santo patrén de Australia,
Borneo, China, Indias Orientales, Goa, Japon y Nueva Zelan-
da. Su fiesta se celebra el 3 de Diciembre.
